« Cash book and vouchers shall be maintained for all the transactions.

« Headmasters are responsible for utilization of grants as per guidelines at
« school level: School Complex Headmaster & Joint Secrefary at Complex
« level and MEO at MRC level.

« School Complex and MRC grants shall be drawn every month as per
« monthly requirements only.
